
The News: The New York MOAA Council of Chapters is pleased to announce our 45th Annual Convention in 
lovely Lake George New York. It is nicknamed the Queen of American Lakes, and is a long, narrow lake 
located at the southeast base of the Adirondack Mountains, in the northeastern portion of the state of New 
York. It lies within the upper region of the Great Appalachian Valley and drains northward into Lake 
Champlain and the St. Lawrence River drainage basin. The lake extends about 32.2 miles, is quite deep, 
and varies from 1 to 3 miles  in width. The lake was originally named the Andia-ta-roc-te by local Native 
Americans. James Fenimore Cooper in his narrative Last of the Mohicans called it the Horican, after a tribe 
which may have lived there, because he felt the original name was too hard to pronounce. In 1646, the 
French Canadian Jesuit missionary. Isaac Jogues, was the first European to view the lake. He named it Lac 
du Saint-Sacrement (Lake of the Holy Sacrament).
